Minutes of the June 3, 2022 Friday, Quarterly Meeting of the District of Powers Lake
The meeting was called to order at 5:00 p.m. followed by the Pledge of Allegiance.
Roll Call: Neal Kuhn, Ken Vesely, Bob Stoll and Dave Ansett were present. Judy Jooss, Jim Michels and Lou Manfredini were absent.
Approval of April 22, 2022 open meeting minutes:
Ken made a motion to approve the April 22nd minutes. Dave seconded. Motion approved.
Municipalities:
Town of Randall {TOR}: Bob said 1 of the water patrol units is staffed. A resident was concerned about boat wakes in Honey Bear Bay. A discussion followed regarding extending buoys father out in the indicated location. Permanent extension would have to have DNR approval. Also, the possibility of buoy movement exacerbating choke point areas would have to be considered. The boat pattern is diminished on weekends with larger and larger number of boats anchored in the boat pattern. Less area leads to heavier traffic and safety concerns.
Treasurer’s Report 
As of 05/31/2022:
$ 43,947.32 = Actual income to date
$ 28,376.56 = Actual expenses to date
$ 15,570.76 = Current cash balance
$ 84,668.14 = Wetland Funds
The disbursements/actual expenses include the transfer of $10,000 from the wetland fund. At the August meeting, the AIS-BCS portion can be put into the wetland fund.
Neal made a motion to approve the Treasurer’s report, Ken seconded. Motion carried.
Neal made a motion to approve the pending expenses until November, 2022. Ken seconded. Motion carried. 

Watershed Management
Lake Level
With the recent rainfall we have had, it appears the lake level is where it normally is at this time of year. The logger was just installed, Hay & Associates will calibrate and updated graphs will be put on the website.
Aquatic Plant Management
This year’s contract indicates only 2.95 acres of EWM and CLP require treatment. A post treatment survey will be done in August.
Water Testing
We are grateful that, once again, Mark Halvey has volunteered to do the summer water testing for E coli. Dave Moore volunteered to do the secchi disc readings. Neal will train him soon. USGS studies will be done every other year.
Fish Stocking The small mouth bass and walleye in equal amounts have been ordered again from Gollon Fish Farm. They will stock 1,630 of each in September. Water temperature now is 72 degrees.
Adopt a Lake
Neal will be a liaison with the new director. The program was run today at the park in the Knolls by the DNR launch.
Citizen Comments
Nancy Kemp distributed informational material on water quality and watershed literature available at local library.
Annual Meeting and 2023 Budget
· Neal and Dave will be up for re-election this year. 
· Since the budget will include information about a wetland purchase, Neal informed attendees that the property listed on the agenda is the Kozie property. Neal has been working with Claudette Collier regarding acquisition of the 22.75 acres of wetland property located on Bloomfield Road, pin # 60-4-119-172-0314. 
· The DPL hopes to purchase this with approval at the Annual Meeting and will be preparing a presentation. The property is now under contract with a contingency to obtain approval of the District on 2 resolutions which Colleen Keating is preparing.
· The purchase price is $140,000 for 22.75 acres of wetland. The balance in the wetland $84,668.14 per Dave.
· The budget will be structured to indicate this and the reasons will be stated. A state loan can be obtained through the BCPL State Trust Fund Loan Program with a 4.5% interest rate. A grant is less desirable since it would require public access to wetland and therefore liability if anything would happen on the property.
· After working on the budget, it was decided it would best to try to hold the line on the total budget amount and agreed to mirror the overall budget of last year by moving some things around.  Also, it works out nicely per Kens’ suggestion, that by holding the budget to $50,800 and applying for a 10-year loan, that allows us to keep things consistent.  Every year, the DPL has budgeted $10,000 for the wetland fund. Bottom line here is that as a property owner, taxes will remain the same as last year and we will commit to a 10-year loan in addition to using the cash in wetlands fund to purchase the 22 acres.  We budgeted to leave some money in the wetland fund with the hope that we can pursue the Monaco property at some point and not have to put it to another vote or Annual/special meeting…If it does not pan out, we can use that money to pay off the loan early. 
· Bob indicated that this loan would need a debt service start date for the state trust fund. The resolution will be tabled until the district has this document.
· The 2nd resolution regarding the 2nd wetland property would be to not exceed $25,000 and up to $5,000 miscellaneous with a drop dead date.

Adjournment: 
Neal made a motion to adjourn the meeting, Ken seconded. Motion passed. The meeting was adjourned at 6:15pm
